These forms can also be used to 
notify CTT of equipment failures.

START :- on A252 east of Molash at corner post of Northdown House at lane entrance (TR 
032521). Proceed east on A252 and A28 to Thannington RAB (6.726 miles). Turn and retrace on 
A28 via Chilham fork where bear left  to Spearpoint Corner RAB (17.126 miles). Turn and retrace 
to Chilham fork where turn left to rejoin A252. Proceed west to finish at TP482, 500 yards past 
Chilham Castle entrance (TR 061531).
